as set out in the IRL Eligibility Criteria. 
HOC to record Not Eligible status on 

player database 

a) player is eligible for PDRL – 
profile, class and tackling status 
added to the database, along with 
review date if applicable

b) player is not eligible for PDRL – 
status recorded on database 

a) invite the player for 
classification

IRL classifier provides 
classification card to NF.  The EO 
uploads classification card to the 

player's folder

IRL Head of Classification (HOC) is 
informed and given unique access 
to the player’s eligibility folder by 

an AO through
classification@intrl.sport

EO uploads MDF, SDORC and 
national eligibility documents 

to IRL eligibility portal for 
assessment

HOC marks players invited for 
classification with status ‘N’ (New)

on eligibilty database
